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Precinct 620 (2024) northern boundary follows West Oak Ridge Road. The western boundary follows
alongside the Florida Turnpike and extends into the southern boundary. The eastern boundary follows
alongside South John Young Parkway.

Precinct 620S is with district assignments of U.S. Congress 10, State Senate 15, State House 41, County
Commission 6, and School Board 5.
